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Team / Player Request Policy

The Department understands that many families have special requests when
registeringforateambased sport due to carpoolii
|l evel, coaching style, etc. Request
form at the time of registration. The Department does attempt to make these
accommodations as much as possible, however due to large numbers of
requests for certain teams, not all requests can always be made.

In order to keep teams fair for all participants, a maximum of 4 requests per
team will be accommodated. Requests are accommodated based on the date
the completed registration (form, payment, and birth certificate) is processed.

The Parks Division specializ-
es i n maintaini
park areas, playgrounds,
|| ball fields, and recreational
facilities. The Department
strives to provide safe, rec-
reational areas for patrons
of all ages to use and enjoy.
An extensive amount of
work and time is necessary
to complete these tasks,
including mowing over 49

' acres, painting, raking, land-
scaping, field preparatlon line strlplng (for Department, School District, and Pink-
erton Academy events), litter removal, and safety inspections. Recreation areas
maintained by the Parks Division include various playgrounds, ball fields, tennis
courts, basketball courts, picnic areas, waterfront areas, ice rinks, and municipal
buildings.

The Department has also established an AdoptField program helping to fund
facility improvements at various fields throughout town. This program has made
significant strides in attaining donations, sponsorships, and funds from various
athletic groups and organizations. The Department hopes to expand this pro-
gram in the future with other facilities and organizations in town.

Town Pocket Parks & Garden Areas

As part of the Parks Divisions mainte
nance and improvement, a landscap
ing program has been implemented

to beautify sections of town owned
property in order to create mini pock-
et park areas. In addition to land-

the following pocket park and gardenf
areas: the Grist Mill on East Derry
Road; the triangle on Route 102 and
Nesmith Street; the island off Route 102 and Grandview Avenue near Beaver
Lake; the island at the intersection of Folsom and Franklin Streets; the historic
Town Pound on Hampstead Road; and the main entrance to the Dog Park and
Animal Control Office.

The Hood Park Summer Play-
ground located on Rollins Street
and is open during the summer
months for swim lessons, special
events, boating, and recreation.
The Hood house, concession,

and waterfront hours for struc-
tured activities and events dur-

ing the Summer season is Mon-
day through Friday, 10:00 a.m.

to 6:00 p.m. The waterfront and
park officially closes at dusk. All
safety rules and regulations are
applicable even when depart-
ment employees and/or lifeguards are not present.

The Summer Program at Hood offers many opportunities for children of all ages
to participate. A calendar of events can be obtained for the months of June,
July, and August which includes various special events and themed weeks tak-
ing place at the park. In addition to these special events, the Park also offers a
daily craft project, ping pong table, playground equipment, shuffleboard courts,
free funyak rentals, and various sports equipment available for use at the facili-
ty. Hood Park is home to various department programs during the summer
months including Pollywog
Swim, Instructional Swim,
and Guard Start.

It is important to note that
this is a semisupervised
playground and not a day
care service or facility. All
children MUST be at least
thirteen years of age to be af
the park without adult super-
vision. Itis up to the
parentdf&s disclretion to deter -
mine if a child of any age is
responsible enough to be lef
at the park without parental
supervision.
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
